I. Call to order

Diana reported that there were 8 churches represented…with 11 messengers and 8 visitors.  

Adoption of Program and Recognition of Guests

The program was adopted as provided on the meeting agenda.  Pastor Keith 
Spencer recognized Dr. Jack Kwok from the state.  Dr. Kwok took the floor and 
shared information from the state office.
III. Team Reports

Administration Team Report was provided in the agenda packet.  Church 
Strengthening Team Report was provided in the agenda packet.  There was no 
additional report from either.  The Church Starting Team report had a sample 
copy of a proposed Church Starting Covenant included in the agenda packet.  
Pastor Chuck Cotton presented it.  He shared that the team felt that there needs to 
be accountability for new church starts…thus the development of a Church 
Starting Covenant that any church we’re providing continuing financial support 
for must agree to and sign.  After discussion, there were some modifications made 
to the covenant.  They were:



Point 3 should read:  “The church planter must agree with and support the 


values of the Southern Baptist Convention, specifically:

· The latest ‘Baptist Faith and Message’
· SBC Cooperative Program”

Point 11 should read:  “The new church is required to give 10% of undesignated offerings to continue supporting missions through the cooperative program and MVBA.”

A motion was made by Pastor Chuck Cotton that we amend the policy per the above statements…seconded by Pastor Keith Risner.  Motion carried unanimously.    

A motion was made by Pastor Karl Chadrick, seconded by Pastor Andy Powell to accept all three reports (with the modifications listed for the Church Starting Covenant).  Motion carried unanimously.  

Pastor Chuck Cotton then requested money for the following:

a) Pastor Karl Chadrick’s church – Covenant Life is requesting three years of on-going support…payable to the church itself to use however they see fit.    The Church Starting Team is recommending a total of $14,400.00 over 3 years…as follows:


$600.00 per month for the first 12 months


$400.00 per month for the second 12 months


$200.00 per month for the third 12 months

The first payment for $600.00 would commence on 11/1/10, $400.00 would commence on 11/1/11 and $200.00 would commence on 11/1/12.
Note:  These monies will all come from the money in the Savings Account that is designated for new works.

The recommendation carried unanimously.

b)  Pastor Chuck also recommended that a one-time gift in the amount of $2,000 would be given to Pastor Josh Lennin from the Red Door Church which meets at the Underground in Cincinnati.  There was much discussion about this request.  Pastor Dwaine Tilford amended the recommendation and Pastor Andy Powell seconded it to include the statement that the following must be verified and answered affirmatively before the monies will be given.  They are:

· Who is the Sponsoring Church

· Who’s covenant are they operating under

· Are they a cooperative program supporter



The recommendation carried with a vote of 6 in favor, 0 opposed and several abstentions.  

Note:  These monies, if granted will come from the budgeted amount for Church Starting in the Checking Account.  

IV. Nomination and Election of Officers
c) Pastor Dwaine Tilford made a motion and Pastor Larry Lambes seconded that the following be nominated for the Administrative Team:

1. Moderator – Pastor Keith Spencer

2. Vice-Moderator – Pastor Keith Risner

3. Treasurer/Clerk – Diana Cotton

Motion carried unanimously.

Note:  Pastor Larry Lambes will continue to serve as the at large member through 2011.  

d) Administrative Team presented a recommendation for the Church Starting Team:

1. Pastor Shawn Watson serve through 2013

Recommendation carried unanimously.  
Note:  Pastor Chuck Cotton will serve as chairman through 2011.  Doug Morgan will serve through 2012.

e)  Administrative Team presented a recommendation for the Church Strengthening Team:

1. Pastor Karl Chadrick serve through 2013

Recommendation carried unanimously.

Note:  Pastor Andy Powell will serve as chairman through 2011.  Pastor Chuck DeGlow will serve through 2012.  Diana Cotton will serve indefinitely.  

No other changes were made to the document provided in the agenda packet.  

V. Financial Reports & Budget


Doug Morgan made a motion to accept the Financial Statements as presented.  
Pastor Karl Chaddrick seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.    


The 2011 MVBA Budget Proposal was presented.  There was some discussion on 
the position of Church Strategist…whether the budget amount was exclusive of 
the state money.  The answer was yes…NAMB has agreed to a 1 year contract at 
80% of their past commitment minus the insurance.  The state will match their 
previous amount.  So…as churches, we must be committed to this position as our 
current giving will not cover it.  A motion was made by Pastor Dwaine Tilford, 
seconded by Pastor Keith Risner to accept the proposal.  




Motion carried unanimously.
